(4) Joe Choscinski Memorial Scholarship 

USW is known as the Health & Safety Union

Essays must be typed, double- spaced and on 8 ½ x 11 “paper. All essays must 
state proper citation and include reference lists.  
 
All scholarship applications must be accompanied by the following: 

(1) An application form. Application forms for each of the scholarships are 
available on the USW 1005 website and at the USW 1005 office. 

(2) Proof of your acceptance at an institution of higher education. 
(3) Your academic records (transcripts). 
(4) A letter of reference from your Principal only if you are in your last year of high 

school and entering an accredited university or college. 
(5) A 1,000 word essay for the corresponding scholarship you are applying to.
